- Fresh clean water water water water should be available at all times, even though you may not see your cat drinking 

- Shelter from the weather is essential 

- Dry bedding should be provided 

- To help keep teeth & gums healthy and prevent dental diseaseprevent dental diseaseprevent dental diseaseprevent dental disease: should be fed dry fooddry fooddry fooddry food and/or raw 

chicken wingschicken wingschicken wingschicken wings. 

- Long-haired cats should be groomedgroomedgroomedgroomed regularly, and all cats should be regularly checkedcheckedcheckedchecked    for ticksfor ticksfor ticksfor ticks 

during tick season (late AugustAugustAugustAugust----JanuaryJanuaryJanuaryJanuary) 

- Monitor your cat’s weightweightweightweight: most cats will regulate what they eat, but some will not. Obesity can 

predispose to Diabetes and arthtitis. 

- BellsBellsBellsBells should be fitted on easy-release collars to help prevent your cat hunting wildlife 

- It is recommended to keep your cat indoorsindoorsindoorsindoors at night to prevent your cat roaming and fighting.
